Active Smoking Questions

These questions have been adapted from the American Cancer Society (ACS) CPS-II Nutrition Cohort 1992 questionnaire.  We modified the ACS questionnaire to include a question about the age at which participants first started smoking, and we modified the question about years smoked to clarify that participants should not include times during which they had quit when reporting their cumulative years of smoking.
